The Board of Supervisors of San Benito County met in the Board Chambers on

the above date in regular session. Supervisors Botelho, Loe, Barrios, De La Cruz and
Monaco were present. Also present was County Administrative Officer Susan
Thompson, County Counsel Matthew Granger and Clerk of the Board Linda Churchill..
Chairman Reb Monaco presided.

Supervisor Botelho led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Upon motion duly made, seconded and carried, acknowledged Certificate of
Posting.

Public Comment: Ross R. Ross handed out an informational document titled
The Coordination Mandate Bringing Control Back Home. Mr. Ross talked about
the coordination efforts and asked the Board of Supervisors to help the OHV
Community with matters such as the Clear Creek situation.

Joe Thompson, local resident, expressed his continued concerns with
small business loss and the fact there are too many layers of government. Mr.
Thompson handed out a copy of a letter that he previously sent to the Board of
Supervisors on January 4™ reminding the Board why we are suffering so badly in
our county. Mr. Thompson also commented with regards to the Mobility
Partnership not obeying the Brown Act.

Marty Richman, local resident, commented with regards to the City of
Hollister's grim budget news. Mr. Richman stated that we need to all work
together to see what we can do to bring in economic stimulus.

Department Head Announcements: County Administrative Officer Susan
Thompson reported that she would be testifying tomorrow in Sacramento to the
Senate Committee who will be reviewing the Williamson Act.

County Librarian Nora Conte provided handouts pertaining to Volunteer
Income Tax Assistance which will be available at the Library on Tuesday
evenings from February 2" through April 13™ and also Facebook training to be
held at the Library on March 3, 17, and 24 at 10:00 a.m. Ms. Conte also reported
that she is working with the Census folks and they will be going out with the
Library staff on the bookmobile to help get the word out about the upcoming
Census.

Ms. Conte also invited everyone to a Friends of the Library function to be held
on March 11" from 7:00 p.m. to 8:00 p.m. where they will be talking about the
Library vision for the future.

Planning Director Art Henriques reported that the Planning Commission had
an initial discussion about the Habitat Plan Options Report and the item will be
brought back to the Commission on March 17" for further discussion.

Mr. Henriques reported that the Home Buyer and Home Expo Program
workshop held last week was a success and there were many people who
attended.

Board Announcements, Introductions and Presentations: Supervisor
Barrios thanked staff for meeting with her and CSA 23 property owners stating
that as we work through the process we are getting a better understanding of
where this county is going to provide services to CSA’s.

Supervisor Barrios stated that the First 5 Commission is being challenged
right now with the idea that there may be a ballot initiative taking away all First 5
funding which could have a very negative impact.

Supervisor Barrios also reported that she and Supervisor Botelho have
attended the GPAC (General Plan Advisory Committee) meeting stating there
seems to be a disconnect between GPAC, the consultants, and the Board of
Supervisors and they are working to see how we can move forward and are
making suggestions to GPAC as to how to help keep us connected.

Supervisor Botelho concurred with Supervisor Barrios and stated he would
like to allow a broader discussion on Item 13 of today’s agenda and how
Commercial Corridors can fit in to the General Plan Revision process and the
input from the GPAC on this matter.

Chairman Monaco stated that he was very pleased with his appointment
of Supervisors Barrios and Botelho to a sub-committee and their work with GPAC
to move us ahead. Chairman Monaco stated he would like to see a more formal
discussion on a future Board agenda.

Mr. Thompson stated that the lawsuit does not
pertain to this and CSA’s should get competent counsel to represent them.

Assistant County Counsel Barbara Thompson provided background
information stating that on January 12, 2010 the Board of Supervisors approved
a Resolution of Intent to impose a fee to CSA’'s and a protest hearing is
scheduled for March 9, 2010 and a mail-ballot election is scheduled for May 4,
2010. Ms. Thompson further reported that on February 9, 2010 the Board
approved an argument in favor of the CSA ballot arguments and the deadline to
submit arguments by other individuals was also February 22, 2010 noting there
were two arguments received against the proposed ballot measures in regards to
CSA 23 and CSA 45. Ms. Thompson reported that after discussions with
Supervisors Barrios and Botelho, the two supervisors representing CSA 23 and
CSA 45 respectively, the rebuttal argument is attached as Exhibit A to the Board
report.

Assistant County Counsel Thompson answered questions posed by Board
members.

Planning Director Art Henriques provided background information stating
that this was a follow-up from some of the previous presentations from the
regional BLM office and from staff. Mr. Henriques handed out an Executive
Summary document for the Clear Creek Management Area Draft RMP/EIS for
the Board’'s use. Mr. Henriques, along with Public Works Administrator Steve
Wittry and Assistant Planning Director Byron Turner, presented a PowerPoint
presentation titled Clear Creek Management Area Draft Resource Management
Plan and Environmental Impact Statement covering the following points: BLM
proposes an update of the Clear Creek Management Area (CCMA), Draft
Resource Management Plan (RMP), and related Environmental Impact
Statement (EIS); Site Description; Asbestos; ACEC Closure; BLM Planning
Criteria for the RMP & EIS; Alternatives; Preferred Alternative; Roads and
Transportation Concerns; Other Items in the RMP; Water Resources; Natural
and Heritage Resources; and, Conclusions.

Staff answered questions posed by Board members and Board provided
input.
